SPECIFIC RESPONSIBILITIES

· Supporting, inspiring and empowering community leaders and their teams in the creation and implementation of local tree planting and care projects, specifically in the Northeast San Fernando Valley.  This includes but is not limited to:  facilitating project vision and scope, providing moral support and problem solving help, teambuilding, assisting with planning and budgeting, assisting with site and tree selection, overseeing logistics and helping to support and run planting and care events.  
· Working closely with TreePeople’s Regional Community Engagement Coordinator to recruit potential Citizen Foresters and other volunteers.

· Facilitating permanent community teams to supply ongoing support for local projects.

· Developing relationships with and coordinating project partners:  Government agencies, schools, corporations and non-profits partners.
· Developing synergy with other TreePeople programs, including TreePeople's other Forestry programs.

· Actively participating in all appropriate organizational activities such as TreePeople volunteer meetings and major fundraising events.  

· Maintaining records on all local activities.
