David J. Thompson, co-principal of Neighborhood Partners, LLC (NP) and principal of Thompson Consulting, has consulted for the national cooperative organizations of Japan, the United Kingdom, the United States, and the United Nations. He specializes in cooperative and nonprofit housing communities, development and capitalization. David was born near Rochdale, England, birthplace of the cooperative movement. He has an MA in Urban Planning from the University of California at Los Angeles where he won the Dean’s Award for Community Service. David is a recipient of the Cooperative Service Award from the Consumer Cooperative Management Association and “Author of the Year” from the National Association of Housing Cooperatives. 

David co-authored, with Luke Watkins, the original City of Davis' Affordable Housing Ordinance, California's strongest, which has created over 1,500 units of non-profit and cooperative housing. There are now over 20 cooperative communities in Davis. David is President of the Twin Pines Cooperative Foundation (TPCF) which has created nearly thirty Cooperative Community Funds throughout the USA. TPCF is the largest equity funder of cooperative development organizations in the US. David is a co-founder of Davis Campus Cooperatives (DCC) and Yolo Mutual Housing Association (YMHA). In 1994-96, David was co-consultant on the conversion to cooperative ownership of Leisureville Mobile Home Park, a 150 unit senior park in Woodland. NP is assisting five mobile home parks (882 units) in Yolo County pursuing cooperative ownership. NP has developed three communities (151 units) of housing in partnership with Yolo County Housing.
