Most of the trees are dry farmed, which means they have only been watered during the first three years to establish them, and after that maybe once or twice a year.

 Larry will talk about selecting, buying, planting, and maintaining fruit trees that do well in our climate and can be dry farmed. He will also discuss why dry farming is such a good way to care for trees, and what needs to be done to be most successful in this method. The event will take place at the Watershed Resource Center at Arroyo Burro Beach in Santa Barbara.
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
